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EPIDEMIC SITUATION ON COMMUNICABLE AND NON-COMMUNICABLE DISEASES IN THE
REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

Intestinal infectious diseases

In July 2023, the epidemic situation on intestinal infectious diseases is relatively calm.

In July 2023, 1300 cases of infectious intestinal disease were recorded in RA, which slightly exceeds
the same previous year period cases.

No outbreak of intestinal infectious diseases was recorded in July 2023 in the Republic of Armenia.

Acute respiratory illnesses

In July 2023, ARI low-intensity activity was recorded. The incidence rate: 234.7 per 100.000
population, which is about 1.6 times lower compared to the previous month (385.2), and 1.2 times lower
compared to the same period of 2022 (index: 278.8). Children aged 0-18 make up 78.2% of all cases. 2% of
emergency calls are caused by ARI.

As a result of laboratory research within the framework of sentinel surveillance, influenza A and B
virus were found. Among other respiratory viruses rhinovirus, adenovirus, parainfluenza and
metapneumovirus pathogens have been detected.

Chemical poisoning

272 cases of poisoning were registered during July 2023, 31.3% of which were registered in Yerevan,
68.7% - in marzes. 39% of the recorded cases are from bites and stings of poisonous animals, 23.5% -
alcohol poisonings from ingestion of high doses, 18.4% - drug poisoning are the result of self-medication,
suicide and parental neglect, 9.2% - from the toxic effects of organic solvents, in particular, carbon
monoxide and other household substances, 5.1% - from pesticides, 3.7% - from toxic effects of soaps and
detergents, 0.7% from the effects of other and unspecified toxic substances, 0.4% from narcotic drugs.

Compared to the previous year, in July 2023, the incidence rate of chemical poisoning decreased 1.2

times.

Parenteral acute viral hepatitises
Compared to the same previous year period, the incidence rate of parenteral acute viral hepatitises
increased by 4 cases.

In July of the current year, 4 cases of parenteral acute viral hepatitises recorded, whereas no case - in
the same period of the previous year.

Zoonotic and parasitic diseases

As of August 11, 2023, the epidemic situation on zoonotic and parasitic diseases is relatively calm. In
July 2023 no cases of infections such as arboviruses, plague, rabies, rickettsiosis, leptospirosis, anthrax,
tularemia, malaria were recorded in the Republic of Armenia.
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In July 2023, 1 case of leishmaniasis, a case of Lyme disease and one imported case of malaria from
Cote d'lvoire were registered in Yerevan.

Vaccine-preventable infectious diseases

In July 2023 the epidemic situation in the Republic of Armenia in terms of vaccine-preventable
infectious diseases was favorable. No cases of poliomyelitis, diphtheria, rubella, epidemic parotitis were
recorded. An imported case of measles was recorded, which has been localized. As of July 31, 359
laboratory-confirmed cases were recorded.
